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The Public Utility Commisson of Texas (commission) proposes an amendment to 825.474,
relaing to Sdlection or Change of Retall Electric Provider. The proposed amendment to
subsection (b) will provide the commisson the flexibility to seek a more efficient and effective
means to accomplish the commission's customer education gods. Project Number 24551 has

been assigned to this proceeding.

When commenting on specific subsections of the proposed rule, parties are encouraged to
describe "best practice’ examples of regulatory policies, and their rationde, that have been
proposed or implemented successfully in other states dready undergoing dectric industry
redructuring, if the parties believe that Texas would benefit from gpplication of the same
policies. The commisson is only interested in recaiving "leading edge’ examples, which are
specificaly related and directly gpplicable to the Texas dtatute, rather than broad citations to

other gtate restructuring efforts.

Robat Bartds, Director of Information & Education, Cusomer Protection Divison, has

determined that for each year of the first five-year period the proposed section isin effect there
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will be no fiscd implications for date or loca government as a rexult of enforcing or

adminigering the section.

Mr. Bartels has determined that for each year of the firgt five years the proposed section isin
effect the public benefit anticipated as a result of enforcing the section will be to provide Texas
customers with information regarding eectric competition, in an eesily obtainable manner. There
will be no effect on small businesses or micro-businesses as a result of enforcing this section.
There is no anticipated economic cost to persons who are required to comply with the section

as proposed.

Mr. Bartels has also determined that for each year of the firg five years the proposed section is
in effect there should be no effect on a locd economy, and therefore no locd employment

impact statement is required under Administrative Procedure Act 82001.022.

Comments on the proposed amendment (16 copies) may be submitted to the Filing Clerk,
Public Utility Commission of Texas, 1701 North Congress Avenue, PO Box 13326, Austin,
Texas 78711-3326, within 30 days after publication. Reply comments may be submitted within
45 days after publication. Comments should be organized in a manner consgtent with the
organization of the proposed rule. The commisson invites specific comments regarding the

costs associated with, and benefits that will be gained by, implementation of the proposed
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section. The commission will consder the costs and benefits in deciding whether to adopt the

section. All comments should refer to Project Number 24551.

This amendment is proposed under the Public Utility Regulatory Act, Texas Utilities Code
Annotated 814.002 (Vernon 1998, Supplement 2001) (PURA), which provides the Public
Utility Commission with the authority to make and enforce rules reasonably required in the
exercise of its powers and jurisdiction; and PURA 839.101 which grants the commission the

authority to establish customer protections.
